Indonesia
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This year, bleaching is reported happening from Madagascar to
Andaman Sea. In Indonesia, about 20 locations reported a mass
bleaching event. In Sabang and East Aceh, up to 90% bleaching
were reported. Bali this year has a mild‐medium bleaching (up
to 40% at Lypah Bay Amed) It is predicted that by 2020 coral
